Burns Wald-Hopkins Shambach Architects (BWS Architects)
takes pride in providing regionally contextual, aesthetically
pleasing, and efficient buildings that meet all their clients’ needs
from their historic downtown Tucson office. The L-shaped adobe
building at the northwest corner of Court and Council was built
in the 1880’s as a grocery store, serving that function into the
1930’s. Later, the building was an art gallery and finally lawyers’
offices. Located in the El Presidio Historic District, the building
is listed as having architectural and historic significance in the
National Register of Historic Places. BWS Architects began
rehabilitation of the building in early 2000, finally occupying the
building in the fall. Paneling, plaster and drywall were removed
from the walls to expose the original adobes which were then
plastered with a mud plaster. The lay-in and plaster ceilings
were removed to expose the original vigas, saguaro ribs and
planks.

43% less energy is used in this building for lighting and air-
conditioning than a typical building of the same size, through
passive ventilation, solar-preheating of outside heating air, an
innovative HVAC system called “active chilled beams”, and
sophisticated lighting and environmental controls. Water use
is reduced more than 60% through low-water use plumbing
fixtures, and using reclaimed water to flush toilets and irrigate
plants. More than 30% of building materials have significant
recycled content and were locally harvested and manufactured.
Starting with the first L.E.E.D.® certified building in Arizona, the
Plaza Building at the Desert Vista Campus of Pima Community
College, BWS Architects has now completed projects at all
levels of the L.E.E.D.® certification — Certified, Silver, Gold, and
Platinum.

“Going Green”

Green is no longer a color reserved for shamrocks and
St. Patrick’s Day. Today, “going green” is now equated
with concern for the environment on a local, national,
and global level. In the A/E/C industry, it relates more
specifically to the environmental impact created by a
building project. Questions frequently raised cover a
wide range of discussion topics, such as the volume of
waste produced, volatile organic compounds or toxins
affecting air quality, and reusing materials or using them
towards a new purpose. My trusty, old dictionary offers
several definitions of the word “sustain”, among them:
“1) to support, hold, or bear up from below...5) to keep
up or keep going, as an action or process...9) to uphold
as valid, just, or correct...”™

It's likely that each player in a building project will view
sustainability from their own perspective. Perhaps,
the overall concept may be summed up as humans
living in harmonic balance with their environment.

The 2010 AIA Southern Arizona Architecture Week, taking place between Sept. 25 and Oct.
3, 2010, will focus on the theme “Cool Design for a Hot Climate,” highlighting environmentally
sensitive desert architecture of today and the past several decades. All activities, events, and
presentations during Architecture Week will touch on vital issues pertaining to building in the
desert, including LEED building, urban density, energy efficiency, land use, water collection
and use, solar orientation and shading. All events are designed to educate, entertain and
raise public awareness and appreciation for architecture. Architecture Week is scheduled to
include:

CANSTRUCTION®: A kickoff event starting September 25, 2010 that brings together
architecture and engineering firms throughout Tucson in a competition to design
and build sculptural installations using only canned food.
